We’re just about wrapped up revising our By-Laws, 

and when approved we should be able to offer 

three new types of members: 

• Administrative members who handle office-

related work, get involved in fund raising and 

grant opportunities.  Administrative members 

do not respond to fire or medical alarms. 

• EMS-only members respond to all alarms, and 

are particularly suited to those alarms where 

medical skills are required 

• Duty members serve schedule themselves to a 

block of time each week at the fire station.  

They respond to all alarms during that time-

frame, thus improving our alarm response 

time.
